RE-OPENING VISITATION 
 
My brothers and sisters, I have been thinking often about when 
and how to reopen Visitation. As I am writing this to you, 
according to Los Angeles County of Public Health, Westchester 
has lost 29 people since the pandemic started, has had 345 
Covid infections in the past two weeks, and hospital capacity in 
LA County is at 90%. The idea of re-opening and possibly 
incurring an outbreak here at Visitation frightens me, both for 
you, my parishioners as well as for our priests. But on the other 
hand, what? Do we remain closed forever? There is no 
absolutely safe solution, but perhaps we can reach for the safest 
possible solution. The Gates Model foresees the pandemic 
peaking February 3, and then starting to decline in Los Angeles. I 
am considering therefore a reopening of our church on February 
17, Ash Wednesday. That should allow enough time to see if in 
fact the pandemic has declined sufficiently to allow for relatively 
safe sacramental celebrations. I will be (Zoom) meeting with the 
leadership of our parish in this coming week to discuss this with 
them, and to identify the best and safest ways of accomplishing 
this. As I have said before, I know how difficult it has been for so 
many of you to be away from the sacraments, especially the 
reception of the Eucharist. I am truly sorry for this deprivation 
that I have caused all of you, but as your pastor, I cannot allow 
for you to be in harm’s way. This past week, I have lost two dear 
friends to Covid; I do not wish to lose any of you. 
 
I will be in touch with you soon on how we will go about this plan. 
Please continue to pray for our parish and for all the victims of 
this terrible disease.

CORONAVIRUS UPDATE 
 
My brothers and sisters, 
 
I am in consultation with our parish leadership, medical 
professionals and Archbishop Gomez concerning the decision 
to lockdown our parish.There are several reasons that we 
continue to do so.  
 
1) The Coronavirus continues to spread dramatically throughout 
our nation and especially here in Los Angeles County; there is 
the fear of an even greater increase due to Christmas travel 
(over 80 million Americans travelled this Christmas). Even 
though our services would be outdoors and socially distanced, I 
cannot take the risk of inadvertently creating a super spreader 
event such as the mass might become. The L.A. County Public 
Health Department reports that in Westchester, we have 1228 
confirmed cases of Covid, with 64 deaths (per 100,000 people). 
I would consider it irresponsible of me if not reckless to take a 
chance with any of my parishioners lives, especially considering 
how many are elderly and have underlying health issues. If 
anything happened to any of you, I would never forgive myself. I 
want to keep us all safe so we can have sacraments again 
when the infections numbers have decreased and gathering 
together is more reasonable. 
 
2) I am likewise concerned for our priests. All the priests have 
underlying health conditions; if any of us were to fall ill, it would 
be very risky and would lead to the complete shut down of the 
parish. I do not want that for our priests or our church. 
 
3) We will continue to offer daily and Sunday masses online as 
we did back at the beginning of the pandemic. Join us for that 
online service at visitationchurch-la.com. We  - the parish 
leadership, the archbishop, and I - will assess the situation at 
the end of January to see the viability of starting in-person 
services again. 
 
I know this is a sadness if not a frustration, especially for those 
parishioners who would brave the elements to attend daily and 
Sunday masses and receive the Eucharist. I ask that we 
continue to pray for our community and an end to this 
pandemic. 
 
My prayers are with you all and I ask that yours be with me.
